Á The market for electronic news monitoring is relatively new and was created 

from a merger between three related markets:

Á Traditional news archives has been digitized and thus made 

searchable. 

Á Old news clipping agencies has had their production methods 

revolutionized through the use of email. 

Á And finally new digital tools have given the PR-agencies new methods 

for monitoring and analyzing media exposure.

Á The market for electronic news monitoring is a fusion of these three 

markets. The size of the Danish market is estimated to 24 million Euros and 

the market growth is expected to be growing 10-15% annually in the coming 

years.

Á An òelectronic archiveò was established is 1975 by Politiken and 
named òPolinfoò

Á Competitors Berlingske and Jyllands-Posten established similar 
services during the following years

Á In the nineties the internet created new opportunities for electronic 
distribution

Á In response to threats from new competitors, the major newspaper-
companies in 2002 agreed to merge their activities in this arena

Á Approval from antitrust agencies in late 2002

Á Ownership is 50% Jyllands-Posten/Politiken and 50% Berlingske 
(Mecom)

Á Acquired competitors Ajour Klip in 2006 and Cision Denmark in 
February 2009

Á Employs 100 persons

traditional press clippings
